South African citizens under the age of 30 with a proven financial need, as determined

by household income.

Students enrolled in a full-time master’s program or National Certificate (Vocational) (as

described above).

Applicants should be able to produce a complete study record of their preceding

(undergraduate) years and must be pursuing their qualification level for the first time.

3.

What our bursary covers

Tuition only, according to the fees set out by the respective institutions.

Phase 2: Shortlisted students will be invited to an interview (virtual) 

Phase 3: Successful students will be notified about their award status by 31 May 2025.
